Gifted and Talented Policy – Mathematics Department

1]  Introduction
All pupils have the right to follow a curriculum and receive teaching that is appropriate to their mathematical ability and their needs.

Pupils who are Gifted and Talented in Mathematics are catered for in a range of different ways according to their age, ability and social needs.

2]  Definition
Pupils at CVC who are considered to be Gifted & Talented in Mathematics are:

· able to solve problems 
· able to make links between areas of maths and can transfer skills from different areas 
· able to extrapolate from their current knowledge 
· uninhibited in their use of mathematics 
· open minded 
· able to think laterally 
· able to carry out calculations at speed

and can do the above to a level significantly in excess of the majority of pupils in their mathematics teaching group.

3]  Identification
The class teacher identifies pupils that meet most of the criteria in [2].  The pupils are given access to the materials listed under [4].
4]  Provision
In different year groups we cater for G&T pupils in different ways.  This allows pupils to work in different ways and to receive a fresh perspective on their mathematics.  Some of this provision is made available to the whole of set 1 but with the expectation that those who have been identified as being G&T are likely to get most out of it.

5]  Issues 
G&T pupils must not become isolated in mathematics.  Any provision has to be able to include them as part of a group.

The tasks that G&T pupils carry out should be meaningful and enjoyable.  The pupils should feel supported and catered for rather than that they are being given something to keep them quiet.

Other pupils in the group must be allowed to achieve highly without feeling overshadowed by G&T pupils in their class.
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
