· Cartesian grids are used in probability.

· Used to list all possible outcomes of two variable independent events.

· They save time and present the information in an easy to read way.
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Possible outcomes of rolling blue 10-sided dice once

Possible 

outcomes of 

rolling red 10- 

sided dice once. 

A= probability of rolling both numbers the same. = 10/100

B= probability of rolling at lest one 2. = 19/100

C= probability of rolling one 5. = 18/100

D= probability of rolling one 10 and one 7. = 2/100

Question: What is the probability of rolling on two 8 sided die either one 4 or two of any number?

Answer: 22/64= 11/32
