does each person get?

2. A hungry teacher eats one of the cakes. If they split the remaining cakes equally between them, what fraction of a cake would each person get?

3. Thankfully the cake is replaced. One of the members of the group feels too ill to eat cake. What fraction of a cake would each person get now?
GROUP 2

4. A second group have 6 cakes and 8 people. What fraction of a cake will each person get? Can you write the fraction in a simpler way?

5. Another person joins the group. What fraction of a cake will each person get? Can you write the fraction in a simpler way?

GROUP 3

6. A third group has 4 people and 7 cakes. What fraction of a cake would each person get if they divided them equally? Is there another way of writing this fraction?
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7. What fraction of a cake would each person need to have 2 cakes each? How many extra cakes would the whole group need to have 2 cakes each? Can you show why this works mathematically?
