Sorting Activities

· Two problems cut up into steps for students to sort then arrange in order.

· Relationships (e.g. between height & weight) sorted into positive, negative, weak, strong or no correlation. 

· Vocabulary based – general / specific maths use.

· ‘Wordy’ exam questions where The Maths Skill required is not explicitly given, e.g. Pythagoras, similarity, geometric reasoning mini-pack.

· 2D Diagrams showing different views of the same 3D solids, could also include nets of the solids.

· Venn diagrams, e.g. for factors and multiples or for square and triangle numbers

Sort it Out

Teachers note regarding this activity.

Cut Sheet 2 into strips.

Show the class the puzzle (Sheet 1) on an OHP or worksheet then ask them to sort the strips into the correct order.

Pupils could then find other solutions or design their own grid and strips.

Sort it Out

Sort the cards so that the steps are taken in the correct order.
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Odd-one-out

· Triangles:- focus on vocabulary e.g. scalene, right-angled etc.
· Equivalent fractions, decimals, and percentages – which has a different value?

· An exam question with several different incorrect solutions – each is the odd one out in a different way because of the type of error made (e.g. misreading, misinterpreting, not rounding the answer correctly).

· Nets that do or don’t work (could be drawn next to the 3-D representation).

· Measures
