Staircases























This staircase is 4 steps high.  You are allowed to climb either 1 or 2 steps at a time.  

One possible solution is shown above which can be written 1,2,1

How many ways can he climb these stairs?

1. You can introduce the notation 1,2,1 or leave pupils to decide on how they are going to record their results.

2. It is very important to be systematic.

3. Extend by changing the number of steps.

4. Extend by changing the maximum step size to 3 or …

Solutions: 1 or 2 steps.
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This results in the Fibonacci sequence and therefore no generalisation is expected.
