Capacity
You will find a few different objects on the table like a wine bottle, various sized beakers and containers. 

Task 1

Arrange the different items in order of the amount of water you think they will hold. Line up the objects with the item you think will hold the smallest amount on the left, with the largest amount on the right. Record the order in your books. 
Task 2
Carefully!!! Pour water into each item and measure how much each one holds by pouring the water from the item back into a measuring jug. Record the information in your books and check whether or not you were right about the order you put them in. If you were wrong, write the correct order in your books. You must measure the capacity of each item by placing it in the tray to minimise mess and make sure that you mop up any spills using the paper towels. 
Task 3
The measuring jugs you have used have 2 scales on them – which scale did you use? Measure the capacity of each item again using the other scale and record this in your books. Make sure you write down the units carefully. Can you find a way of converting from one unit to the other?

Task 4
[image: image1.wmf]Make sure that your workstation is clean and tidy and ready for the next group to use. There is an extension worksheet for you to work on if you finish early. 

Mass
You will find a few different objects on the table like a packet of pasta, weights and a text book.

Task 1

Arrange the different items in order of weight. Line up the objects with the item you think are lightest on the left, with the heaviest on the right. Record the order in your books.

Task 2
Carefully!!! Measure the weight of each item using the 2 different scales provided. You must record your answers in grams and ounces using both the digital and manual scales. How close were you to the weights on the digital scales when using the manual scales? Record the information in your books and check whether or not you were right about the order you put them in. If you were wrong, write the correct order in your books. 

Task 3
You should have the weights of each item recorded in your books using grams and ounces. Using the digital recordings, can you find a way of converting from one unit to the other?

Task 4
Make sure that your workstation is clean and tidy and ready for the next group to use. There is an extension worksheet for you to work on if you finish early. 
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Time
You will find a few different activities on your table. Please work through them in the following order. 
Task 1

There is a matching card activity on your table. You will need to convert between the 24 hour clock and 12 hour clock. 
With the 24 hour clock, when you reach 12 midday, instead of getting 1pm – you get 13.00 and 2 o’clock becomes 14.00. You will also need to think about the number of minutes past the hour. So 13.45 would be quarter to 2 because 45 minutes past the hour is the same as a quarter to the next hour. 

Good luck! Ask for help if you get stuck.

Task 2
You will find some different bus timetables for the local area on the table and a worksheet. See if you can work out how to read the timetables and answer the questions in your books. 
Task 3
Make sure that your workstation is clean and tidy and ready for the next group to use. There is an extension worksheet for you to work on if you finish early. 
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Length
You will find a few different objects on the table like a ruler, tape measure, pen and pencil.

Task 1

Arrange the different items in order of length without measuring them first. Line up the objects with the item you think is the shortest on the left, with the longest on the right. Record the order in your books. As well as the items on your desk – also include the height of each student in the group, the height of the table you are working on and the length from the elbow to the tip of each finger of each student in the group (arm length). 

Task 2
Carefully!!! Measure the length of each item using the measuring equipment. You must record your answers in cms and metres. Did you get all of the items in the correct order? Record the information in your books and check whether or not you were right about the order you put them in. If you were wrong, write the correct order in your books. 

Task 3
You should have the lengths of each item recorded in your books using metres and centimetres. Can you find a way of converting from one unit to the other?

Task 4
Make sure that your workstation is clean and tidy and ready for the next group to use. There is an extension worksheet for you to work on if you finish early. 
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Volume
You will find some multilink on the table. Do NOT use this for anything except what it asks you to on the sheet. Any groups caught messing around will not take part in ANY of the activities.
Task 1

Use the multilink to create shapes of different volumes using the worksheet on the table. Have a go at drawing them using isometric paper. Make sure your paper is the correct way round before you start trying to draw your objects. My Maths will be on the interactive whiteboard with isometric paper on for you to use to try and recreate your objects. Everybody must attempt drawing their 3d shapes on isometric paper. 
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Task 2
There is an extension sheet for you to try if you finish early. 

Area
You will find some sets of tangrams on the table and a worksheet. 

Task 1

Use the tangrams to try and recreate the pictures on the worksheet. Think about the area and perimeter of each shape – what stays the same? What is different? If you recreate the tangrams on the sheet – try and make the shapes into a square. Can you make your own shapes using the tangrams?
Task 2
There is an extension sheet for you to try if you finish early. 
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
