Prior Learning – Year 2
Block A – Counting, partitioning and calculating
Check that children can already: 
· talk about how they solve problems, using the vocabulary of addition and subtraction and number sentences to describe and record their work 

· count reliably at least 20 objects; estimate a number of objects that can be checked by counting 

· read and write numerals from 0 to 20, and order these numbers on a number line 

· say the number that is 1 more or less than any given number, and 10 more or less than a multiple of 10 

· understand that addition can be done in any order and relate addition to counting 

· understand subtraction as 'take away' and counting back, and find a difference by counting up 

· recognise the value of coins 
Block B – Securing number facts, understanding shape

Check that children can already: 

· describe simple patterns and relationships involving numbers or shapes 

· solve problems involving counting, adding, subtracting, doubling or halving in the context of numbers, measures or money; recognise the value of coins 

· recall addition and subtraction facts to 10 and doubles of all numbers to at least 10 

· use informal written methods to add or subtract a one-digit number or multiple of 10 to or from a two-digit number, recording an addition or subtraction number sentence 

· name common 2-D shapes and 3-D solids and describe their features 

· use diagrams to sort objects into groups according to a given criterion 

Block C - Handling data and measures
Check that children can already: 

· answer a question by collecting and recording information in a list or table 

· present outcomes using practical resources, pictures, block graphs or pictograms 

· use diagrams to sort objects into groups according to a given criterion; suggest a different criterion for grouping the same objects 

· estimate, measure, weigh and compare objects using suitable uniform non-standard units and measuring instruments, for example a lever balance, metre stick or measuring jug 

· name common 2-D shapes and 3-D solids and describe their features. 
Block D - Calculating, measuring and understanding shape
Check that children can already: 

· solve problems involving counting, adding or subtracting, doubling or halving 

· use practical and informal written methods for addition and subtraction of a one-digit number or a multiple of 10 to and from a one or two-digit number 

· estimate, measure and compare objects, choosing suitable uniform non-standard or standard units and instruments 

· use vocabulary related to time; order days of the week and months; read the time to the hour and half hour 

· visualise and use everyday language to describe the position of objects and direction and distance when moving them 

Block E – Securing number facts, relationships and calculating
Check that children can already:

· solve problems involving doubling or halving, combining groups of 2, 5 or 10, or sharing into equal groups 

· count on or back in ones, twos, fives and tens and use this knowledge to derive the multiples of 2, 5 and 10 to the tenth multiple 

· recall the doubles of all numbers to at least 10 

· use the vocabulary of halves and quarters in context
