Prior Learning – Year 3
Block A – Counting, partitioning and calculating
Check that children can already: 

· talk about their methods and solutions to one-step problems, identifying and recording the number sentences involved 

· read, write, partition and order two-digit numbers, explaining what each digit represents 

· recall all addition and subtraction facts for each number to at least 10, all pairs with totals to 20 and all pairs of multiples of 10 with totals up to 100 

· add or subtract mentally pairs of one-digit numbers 

· recall multiplication and division facts for the 2, 5 and 10 times-tables

Block B – Securing number facts, understanding shape

Check that children can already:

· Solve one-step problems in the context of numbers, measures or money 

· check solutions make sense in the context of the problem 

· recognise patterns in numbers or shapes and predict and test with examples 

· recall addition and subtraction facts for each number to at least 10, all pairs with totals to 20 and all pairs of multiples of 10 with totals up to 100 

· recall multiplication facts for the 2, 5 and 10 times-tables and the related division facts 

· recognise multiples of 2, 5 and 10 up to 100 

· describe the properties of and sort common 2-D and 3-D shapes and recognise them in pictures 

· identify and draw lines of symmetry 

· identify right angles in shapes and as quarter turns
Block C - Handling data and measures
Check that children can already: 

· collect and record the data needed to answer questions 

· begin to organise results and solutions, and present data as block graphs and pictograms 

· sort objects using lists, tables and diagrams 

· explain decisions, methods and results in words, pictures or written form 

· choose and use standard units (m, cm, kg, litre) to estimate and measure 

· choose and use suitable instruments and equipment to measure and collect data 

· recognise multiples of 10 and derive and recall the 10 times-table 

· read scales with numbered divisions and interpret the divisions shown 

· identify and use units of time and work out time intervals 

· begin to use ICT to organise and present data

Block D - Calculating, measuring and understanding shape
Check that children can already: 

· identify the operations needed in simple one-step word problems 

· recognise and use the value of coins and measures of length, weight and capacity 

· read numbered and unnumbered divisions on simple scales 

· add and subtract mentally a one-digit number to or from a two-digit number 

· record informally the addition and subtraction of two-digit numbers 

· recognise simple fractions and find halves and quarters of numbers and quantities 

· understand multiplication as repeated addition and division as repeated subtraction 

· use symbols to record simple number sentences 

· follow instructions using vocabulary related to position, direction and movement 

· recognise and use right angles to describe turns and corners of shapes 

Block E – Securing number facts, relationships and calculating
Check that children can already:

· solve one-step word problems involving all four operations 

· choose and use suitable equipment when following a given line of enquiry 

· select, organise and present information in lists, tables and simple diagrams 

· partition two-digit numbers and recognise the importance of place value 

· recognise simple fractions and find halves and quarters of sets of objects and small numbers 

· recall addition and subtraction facts for all numbers to 10 and multiples of 10 

· understand inverse operations and use the inverse relationships of addition and subtraction to generate number facts 

· understand multiplication and division and derive and recall multiplication and division facts for 2, 5 and 10
