Prior Learning – Year 4
Block A – Counting, partitioning and calculating
Check that children can already:

· identify the calculation needed to solve a word problem 

· explain and record their methods and solutions to problems and calculations 

· read, write, partition and order whole numbers to 1000 

· use 
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signs 

· round two- or three-digit numbers to the nearest 10 or 100 

· recall addition and subtraction facts for each number to 20 

· add or subtract mentally combinations of one- and two-digit numbers 

· derive number pairs that total 100 

· use informal written methods to add and subtract two- and three-digit numbers 

· estimate sums and differences of two- or three-digit numbers 

· recall multiplication and division facts for the 2, 3, 4, 5, 6 and 10 times-tables 

· multiply one- and two-digit numbers by 10 and 100 

· use informal written methods to multiply and divide two-digit numbers 

· round remainders up or down, depending on the context 

Block B – Securing number facts, understanding shape

Check that children can already: 

· recall addition and subtraction facts for each number to 20 

· recall multiplication and division facts for the 2, 3, 4, 5, 6 and 10 times-tables 

· say a subtraction fact that is the inverse of an addition fact, and a multiplication fact that is the inverse of a division fact, and vice versa 

· identify the calculation needed to solve a one-step problem 

· name common 2-D and 3-D shapes, and recognise a 3-D shape from a 2-D drawing of it 

· draw a line of symmetry in a 2-D shape 

· choose their own criterion for sorting a set of shapes

Block C - Handling data and measures
Check that children can already:

· consider a question and develop a response by referring to relevant data 

· make and use lists, tables and simple bar charts to organise and interpret the information 

· use Venn diagrams or Carroll diagrams to sort data and objects using more than one criterion 

· recall the relationships between kilometres and metres, metres and centimetres, kilograms and grams, litres and millilitres 

· choose and use appropriate units to estimate, measure and record length and weight 

· measure and draw to a suitable degree of accuracy, for example measure length to the nearest half centimetre and weight to the nearest half division on the scales. 

Block D - Calculating, measuring and understanding shape
Check that children can already:

· recall the relationships between kilometres and metres, metres and centimetres, kilograms and grams, litres and millilitres 

· read, to the nearest division and half division, scales that are numbered or partially numbered 

· read the time on a 12-hour digital clock and to the nearest five minutes on an analogue clock; calculate time intervals and find start or end times for a given time interval 

· use a set-square to draw right angles and to identify right angles in 2-D shapes; compare angles with a right angle; recognise that a straight line is equivalent to two right angles 

· use four compass directions to describe direction (N, S, E, W)

Block E – Securing number facts, relationships and calculating
Check that children can already:

· recall multiplication facts and derive related division facts for the 2, 3, 4, 5 and 10 times-tables 

· read and write proper fractions, e.g. [image: image3.png]
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· understand the terms denominator (the parts of a whole) and numerator (the number of parts) 

· find unit fractions of numbers and quantities, e.g. 12, [image: image5.png]
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of 12 litres 

· find unit fractions of shapes 

· use diagrams to compare the size of two unit fractions
