Good questions for extending thinking include:

· Why is this true? 

· When does this not work? 

· Can you see another way of doing that? 

· Can you think of a counter-example?

· What would happen if …?
· If the answer was … what might the question have been? 
· Can you make up some more questions like that? 
· When might you use this method/idea/technique to solve a real-life problem? Collect some examples.

Questioning can:

· Develop pupils’ thought processes and guide their investigations

· Stimulate and sustain their curiosity and motivation

· Lead them to consider new ideas and take risks

· Help them to clarify their ideas, structure their work and learn about things that interest them

· Challenge their beliefs and prompt them to reconsider their current thinking

· Provoke them to share and debate their ideas

· Encourage them to ask their own questions and to welcome an ethos of enquiry, risk and challenge.

Suggestions to support G&T pupils through questioning:

· Ask questions to provoke and promote thinking rather than recall or calculation.

· Don’t say whether an answer is right or wrong.  When they are in the habit of doing so pupils like being able to offer a number of different answers to a question and can then argue/discuss between themselves as to which is correct.

· Encourage pupils to ask questions … of other pupils.
